                              FALL HAZARDS  

 

Be aware of Fall Hazardous motorcycle road conditions such as slippery 
leaves on the roadway hiding potholes or slick spots and heavy fog reducing 
visibility. There is nothing like riding on a warm fall day under a canopy of 

swirling leaves. Remember that the days are shorter and you will probably do more night riding. Make 
sure you wear visible clothing that other people sharing the road with you can see. Understanding your 
motorcycle, your body, and the environment will greatly increase your chances of a great ride in any 
weather. Dressing for success is not just for jobs, but for a successful ride as well. Also be aware that 
low lying areas by the water usually have fog rolling off of the water and can limit visibility.  

The key to fall motorcycle riding is to become a weather forecast addict, wear the proper clothing and 
gear, and keep alert for dangerous physical and environmental conditions.  Keeping yourself tuned into 
the local weather forecast is important because you can predict what gear to wear and take with you.  
Watching the weather on television, pay close attention to the way the jet stream rises and dips in our 
part of the country. The weather can change very fast. You can be riding along very comfortable, and 
boom, the temperature drops 10 to 20 degrees, especially in the evening hours.  Passing on some 
sound advice, try to carry enough clothing and riding gear, to be able to change with the weather.

[Reminisce Rides] 
Spring 1969 

Dismal Swamp

One of the greatest benefits of riding alone on a motorcycle is the people 
you meet along the way. Alone, you are more approachable, not otherwise occu-
pied, and less likely to be a threat. On this fine spring morning I was riding south 
on US Highway 17 from my home in Portsmouth, Virginia, right alongside the In-
tracoastal Waterway through the Great Dismal Swamp. 

In February I had returned to Indiana for a visit and wound up trading my 1966 Harley Sprint for Dad’s 
1960 Indian Chief. It needed some electrical work when I got it, but now it was fine. 

As I rode along, I observed that housing opportunities along the highway matched the name of the area, 
Dismal. There weren’t any houses, just canal on one side and swamp on the other. There was a truck stop 
though, not far from the North Carolina line. I’d seen it on an earlier trip, but hadn’t stopped. 

It was a sorry looking excuse for a truck stop, but this time I decided to stop and top off my tank. There 
were two gas pumps, regular and high test, and a separate diesel pump. There was no paving, or even gravel, just 
dirt and weeds. The wooden building was about thirty by fifty feet, with the false-front facing the road. There was a 
porch, raised about two board steps above ground level. 

A skinny, bald headed old man who looked as weathered as the building, came out to pump the gas. I had 
already cranked the numbers back to zero and started pumping, so he just watched. 

“Don’t sell much high test,” he commented. After a pause, “don’t see many motorsickles either,” followed. I 
just grinned and nodded, watching my tank. He watched for another minute and then asked if I was coming inside. 

“If you got coffee, I’ll have some,” I answered. 
“Got fresh, just tell me how much on the gas when you come in.” He turned and went back inside. I fin-

ished and moved my bike to the side of the building, where three fifties-vintage pickups and a humpbacked old 
Hudson of indeterminate color were parked. 

Inside, the room was laid out in a square. A counter with six or eight stools stood out from the left wall. 
Three booths with dust-choked windows occupied the front wall to the right of the door, and a pool table took up 
the center of the open space. The far wall had an opening into the kitchen, behind the counter. The wall on the 
right had only a single closed door, marked private. Straight across from the entry door was a hall leading to the 
restrooms. 

I didn’t notice all of these details right away. Nor did I know what they’d mean in the future. My immediate 
attention was drawn to the five or six men in the room who were shooting pool. Ages ranged from mid-twenties to 
mid-forties and they all looked like they’d just come in from a hard day in fields or factories. The most noticeable 
thing was that they were all carrying guns. One or two had them in holsters and the rest seemed to favor hip pock-
ets. One man with a holster had a .45 in a shoulder rig, over bib overalls—no shirt. 

They pretty much ignored me, so I afforded them the same courtesy. The man who came out to pump the 
gas was behind the counter, waiting with a cup of coffee. I sat down on one of the red, corduroy-vinyl stools, plac-
ing my back to the armed men. It turned out that this was the right thing to do. 

The old man introduced himself as Pappy, the owner, and he wanted to know all about where I came from, 
was I a veteran, and where did I get the motorsickle. We hit it off pretty well and I asked if he had any fish. 

“No, but if you bring em in cleaned I’ll cook em for you.” 
Later, I took him up on that. I caught and cleaned them along the canal and took enough for both of us. He 

cooked them, we both ate them, and he never once charged me. 
This time I had to make do with a cheeseburger and was just finishing when the pool players trooped out 

the door. Almost immediately, a ragged volley of shots rang out. I rose, planning to vault the counter, but Pappy 
held his palm out towards me, and I settled back. 

“Probably a snake,” he said. It was: a rattlesnake about four feet long, and bigger around than my arm. 
They caught him headed under the porch. That wasn’t my last encounter with snakes, or guns, in that area. 

On the way home the engine lost power, then quit. I opened the gas cap, listening for vacuum, but found 
nothing wrong. I kicked her over and it started right up. It stalled twice more before I got home; and I mentally 
cursed Pappy and his old gas the rest of the way. It turned out to be not his fault, though. The inside of the tank 
had been painted at the factory, and the paint flaked away over time. The pieces floated around in the tank and 
clogged the screen at the outlet tube. I fixed it by removing the tank and filling it half full of beach sand. It took a lot 
of shaking to get it all out.
